The new updated Ministry of Health Equipment and 
Modification Services, Equipment Manual, written in a 
plain language format, was released in August 
2007. This Manual outlines the Ministry of Health 
Equipment and Modification Services (EMS) funding 
guidelines and includes the processes for equipment 
applications that are managed by the Ministry of 

Health’s contracted Equipment and Modification 
Services’ providers.   
 
With the release of the Equipment Manual accessa ble  
has taken the opportunity to update our processes (see 
Part 2 of the Equipment Manual) and create new forms 
that can be completed on a computer and emailed or 
faxed to access able. The new Equipment Manual and 
new forms are now available on the access able 
website at www.accessable.co.nz  
 
Over the next six to twelve months, the accompanying 
EMS Manuals relating to the provision of housing 
modifications and vehicle purchase and/or modifications 
will also be revised and available for Assessors.

 Update on Budget Constraints  
 

access able has a capped annual budget from the Ministry 
of Health (the Ministry) that we administer on behalf of 
people who require equipment and services. This budget 
cannot be exceeded and must be contained within each 
financial year. This year there have been increasing 
numbers of applications and the costs for equipment and 
services have dramatically increased. If the ongoing 
demand for equipment and services continues to exceed 
the available budget, we will have to consider further 
limitations on funding. 

We know that we work with Assessors who administer 
their Accredited Assessor role as professionals and 
continually consider the cost effectiveness of the 
equipment and services they recommend. During these 
heightened budget constraints, we have appreciated the 
support from Assessors who are reviewing the Priority 
level and only advising a Priority 1 when the need for the 
equipment or service is due to an urgent safety risk. All 
other applications are allocated a Priority 2 time frame and 
added to the waiting list. 
 

The Ministry acknowledges the enormous contribution that 
the use of refurbished equipment makes towards budget 
management. The increasing use of refurbished 
equipment means that funding continues to be available 
for other equipment and services. Refurbished equipment 
must be considered for all equipment applications and by 
increasing the rate of utilisation of refurbished equipment, 
we are able to reduce the pressure on the current budget 
spend. 
 

For applications which have been given a Priority 2 
timeframe access able will consult with the Assessor to 
offer the immediate provision of ‘refurbished’ equipment if 
available rather than the application being added to the 
waiting list.   
 

In this circumstance the equipment is for permanent long 
term issue and not an interim measure until funding 
becomes available. If the refurbished equipment is not 
suitable, no new equipment will be purchased and the 
application will be added to the waiting list. Please note 
that access able may be able to consider minor purchases 
of additional parts/accessories for refurbished equipment 
on a case by case basis, however in general the 
refurbished item will be provided without the purchase of 
new parts/accessories.
